4. Case Study from Clinical Breast Examination Project 

Prashanti Cancer Care Mission has been organising screening camps since 2010 for early 

detection of breast cancer and to identify women with high risk of developing cancer with the 

help of basic examination. CEO, Laleh Busheri, initiated this screening initiative of “CBE- 

Clinical Breast Examination” which helps in reaching out to women who are deprived of 

access to healthcare systems. This project promotes treatment of under privileged women at 

subsidised rates. We conduct camps in rural and slum areas to spread awareness about the 

importance of diagnosing the disease at an early stage. In addition to the camps organised 

throughout the year, this month we studied the follow up cases and statistics that these camps 

provide. We shortlisted a number of cases and we are sharing one of the stories that will 

narrate the success of these screening camps.  

An 80 year old patient, whose younger sister was diagnosed with Breast Cancer; would get 

herself screened every year. As her reports were clean she eventually gave up on her annual 

screening schedule for 3-4 years. She happened to come to our screening camp which was 

organised on September 24, 2019. During the examination she was detected with a lump in 

her breast and was suggested further investigations. The results of the test came out to be 

positive for Papillary Carcinoma. The early diagnosis lead to timely intervention and  good 

treatment outcomes.  

Women who fail to get themselves tested out of fear, anxiety and lack of access to health 

care systems should be encouraged to approach these free camps so that the cancer can be 

caught early.
